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THE LONDON GARDENS SOCIETY ALL LONDON CHAMPIONSHIP

(Open to LGS Members and LGS Affiliated Societies/Organisations within the London Boroughs, The City of London, 

The City of Westminster or within locations or areas contiguous or adjacent to Greater London) 

COMPETITION RULES

1. Entries in all classes of The All London Championships must be situated within any of the London Boroughs, or within The City of London or within The City of Westminster or within locations or areas contiguous or adjacent to Greater London.

2. To be eligible to enter any Class of The All London Championship, an entrant must be a fully paid up member of The London Gardens Society or be selected for entry by a fully paid up Society or Organisation affiliated to The London Gardens Society.

3. Classes 1,2,3,4,5,6 and 8 of the Competition are only open to amateurs. “Amateur” in this instance means “someone who does not receive special advantages through having or employing paid or professional help. Excluded from this rule are Classes 7, 9 and 10. 

4. A competitor must have grown all plants entered in the competition for at least 6 weeks prior to the judging. The use of any artificial flowers or foliage will lead to the disqualification of the entry from the Competition.

5. A competitor may not enter the same display in more than one Class.

6. An Affiliated Society or Affiliated Organisation may only nominate one entrant in each Class of The All London Championship. However an entrant may be nominated for more than one Class.

7. All entry forms must be received by 31 May 2021 but as in previous years a later date may be requested from the LGS Secretary mainly to give Affiliated Societies the opportunity to take account of the results of their own summer Competitions but if exceptionally a later entry date is granted, to ensure entries are accepted for the Competition, they must be received by the LGS Secretary no later than three weeks before judging is scheduled to commence.   

8. Judging will take place only on Saturday 10 July and Sunday 11 July 2021
The decision of the Judges of The London Gardens Society will be final. They will consider the culture and arrangement of plants and shrubs, the provision for the succession of blooms, sustainability and take into account the difficulty of the site such as limited sunshine, traffic fumes etc. The gardens will be judged in accordance with Royal Horticultural Society Rules and Standards.

The winner in each Class will be awarded a Trophy and a Gilt Medal and Gilt Certificate. Those placed second in each Class will be awarded a Silver Medal and a Silver Certificate, and those placed third in each Class will be awarded a Bronze Medal and a Bronze Certificate. The Judges may also additionally award Highly Commended, Commended and Certificates of Excellence or Entry where deemed appropriate.

The Royal Horticultural Society Banksian Medal is awarded to the LGS Private Member who accumulates the highest total number of points awarded in all Classes of The All London Championship. Under RHS Rules, the RHS Banksian Medal may not be awarded or held by the same LGS Private Member for more than one year in three.

The Wakefield Trophy, The Solomon Memorial Cup and The LGS Bowl are awarded to the Affiliated Societies or Affiliated Organisations who accumulate the highest total number of points awarded in all Classes of The All London Championship. Under RHS Rules, the Wakefield Trophy may not be awarded or held by the same Affiliated Society or Affiliated Organisation for more than one year in three.
